The Brown County Lions Club is pleased to offer academic scholarships to students
enrolled in any accredited four-year college or university and vocational scholarships to
students enrolled in an accredited two-year college program or two-year technical or trade
school. The Lions provide scholarship grants to graduating seniors or previous-year
graduates who attend Brown County High School or who are Brown County residents
graduating from other schools.

The scholarships are for one academic year (fall and spring semesters or equivalent),
payable to the recipient’s school. One half of the scholarship will be paid at the beginning
of each semester after proof of enrollment (1% semestera copy of the acceptance letter or
first semester class schedule. 2" semestera transcript of first semester grades and second
semester class schedule) are received by the Lions Club. Mail the required information to:
Brown County Lions Club Scholarships, C/O Gene Niednagel, 7560 N. Blue Heron Drive,
Unionville, IN 47468. The amount of each scholarship for 2010 will be in the $1000-1400
range, payable in two installments as noted above. The scholarships are funded through
income received in the community projects of the Brown County Lions Club and through
Lions funds in the Brown County Community Foundation given in memory of Daily F.
Hill, Samuel G. Johnson, and Louis E. Macon.

Application forms may be picked up from the Brown County High School Guidance Office
or may be downloaded from the Lions website at http://www.browncountylions.org/.
Brown County High School Students must turn in one completed original of the
application form and all required materials to their guidance counselor by the end of the
school day Wednesday, March 3, 2010. An applicant from a different school must mail
one completed original of the application form and all required materials, postmarked by
March 3, 2010, to Scholarship Committee, Brown County Lions Club, 7560 N. Blue
Heron Drive, Unionville, IN 47468. Be sure you keep a copy of your application.

Students who have submitted a scholarship application to the Brown County Community
Foundation Scholarship Program and requested consideration for the Lions Scholarship do
not have to fill out this application.

Statement of Goals sections must support the requirement of pursuing either a four-year
academic or a two-year vocational program at a school accredited for that purpose

Scholarship winners are chosen by the Brown County Lions Club using this application
form. The selection committee considers service to the community/school, academic and
vocational achievement, character, personal circumstances and financial need. Applicants
may state their personal circumstances and financial needs in the section titled Statement of
Special Circumstances.

2. Two Essays, each —one page, 12 pt font, and double-spaced. Essay topics are
listed in the application.

4. For non-traditional students or students from a high school other than Brown
County High School ONLY: Certified academic transcripts from your last year of
high school or proof of G.E.D.

ESSAY TIPS:

The quality and content of the responses to the essay questions can make a significant difference in
the rating that an application receives from the Scholarship Committee. The following suggestions
may be helpful:

[ [1Write a rough draft. Make changes, corrections, revisions, and get it exactly as you want it
before including it in the scholarship application.

] [JMake sure that your essay is grammatically correct, with NO spelling or punctuation errors.
Suggestion — ask someone who is familiar with the mechanical/technical aspect of language to
review your writing.

] [JAsk a parent or teacher to proofread your essay for errors or to make suggestions about how it
might be revised and improved.

] Follow the instructions carefully — this may affect the final rating on your application.
